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ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION 
OF 

HUNTER CREEK 
CONDONINIUN ASSOCIATION, INC. 

The undersigned, acting as Incorpora~or of a corporation 
under the Colorado Non-Profit Corporation Act, signs and acknow­
ledges the following Articles of Incorporation for such corp­
oration, hereinafter called the "Articles." 

l\RTICLE I 

NAME 

The name of the corporation shall be Hunter Creek Condo­
minium Association, Inc., hereinafter called the I. Association". 

ARTICLE II 

PURPOSE 

1. The purpose for which the Associatio~ is organized is 
to provide an entity pursuant to C.R.S. 1~73, 38-33-101, et ~., 

as from time to time is amended, supplemented or succeeded, here-· 
after called the IICondominium Act,n for the operation of Hunter 
Creek Condominiums, a condominium project located on property in 
Pitkin County,Colorado. 

2. The Association shall make no distri~ution'of income 
to its membe r s , directors or officers. 

ARTICLE III 

pm-mRS 

1. The Association shall have all of the'conno!"! laH and 
statutory powers of a non-profit corporation which 2re not in 
conflict with the terms of these Articles. 

2. The Association shall have all of the powers and 
duties set forth in the Condominium Act except as limited by these 
Articles and the Condominium Declaration for Hunte~ Creek 
Condominiums, hereinafter called the "Declaration" and all the 
powers and duties rea'sonably necessary to operate the Association 
as set forth in the Declaration and as it may be amended from time 
to time, including but not limited to the following: 

2.1 To make and collect assessments against members 
of the corporation to defray the costs, expenses and losses of the 
corporation. 
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2.2 To use the proceeds of asseSSBents in the 
exercise of its powers and duties. 

2.3 To maintain, repair, replace, and operate the 
condominium property. 

2.4 To purchase insurance upon ~~e condominium 
property and to provide protection for the Associatio~ and its 
members as provided by the Declaration. 

2.5 To reconstruct improvements after casualty and 
to further improve the property. 

·2.6 To enforce by legal means t~e provisions of the 
Condominium Act, the Declaration, these Articles, the Bv-Laws of 
the Association, and the rules and regulations for the use of the 
condominium property. 

2.7 To contract for the managenent of the condo­
minium property and to delegate to such manager all po\~ers and 
duties of the Association except as such are specially required by 
the Declaration to have approval of the Board 0= Directors or the 
membership of the Association. 

2.8 To contract for the na~ag~~~~~ or a?eT2tiJ~ of 
portions of the common e Leraerit;s susceptible to ~2:.:'a:-a::'e na.:1a;2nen t 
or operation and to lease s~ch portions.

2.9 To employ personnel to pe:-£c~~ t.n e . s e rv i ce s 

required for proper operation of thecorporatio~. 

2.10 To engage in activities whic~ ~ay ~o~ or 
hereafter be allowed or permitted by Law to e c t i v e Ly foster, 
promote an? advance the common interests of ::'he ~0~CO~i:1iu~ u~it 

OHners. 
3. All funds and the titles of all p:-o?erties acquirec 

by the Association and the proceeds thereof shal: be held in trust 
for the members of the Association in accordance \vith the 
provisions of the Declaration, these Articles, and the By-Laws of 
the Association. 

4. The powers of the Association shal: be subject to and 
shall be exercised in accordance with the provisions of the 
Declaration and the By-Laws of the Association. 

ARTICLE VI 

HEtIBERS 

1. This corporation shall be a metwership corporation 
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without certificates or shares of stock. 

2. The members of the Association shall consist solely 
of all record owners of condominium units of the Hunter Creek 
Condominiums. 

3. Change of membership of the Association shall be 
effected and established by the recording in the public records of 
Pitkin County, Colorado, of a deed or other instrunent establishing 
a change in record title to a condominium unit a~d the delivery to 
the Association of a certified or machine copy of such instrument. 
The membership of the prior owner shall thereby be terminated. 

4. The share of a ~ember in the funds and assets of the 
Association cannot be assigned, hypothecated, or transferred in any 
manner except as an appurtenance to his conconiniun unit. 

5. The members of the Association shall be entitled to 
vote for each condominium unit owned by them. The exact number of 
votes to be cast. by ownersofa condominium unit and the manner of 
exercising voters' rights shall be determined by the By-Laws of the 
Association and the Declaration. 

ARTICLE V 

BOARD OF DIRECTORS 

1. The affairs of the Association ~lill ~e Danaged by a 
Board consisting of the number of Directors as s;'!.c:.ll be de t.e rrai.ne d 
by the By-e Law s , but not less than three (3) nor r.o r e n nan s even (7) 
Directors, and in the absence of such deterDin~tio~ s~all consist 
of three (3) Directors. 

2. Directors of the Association shall ~e elected at the 
annual meeting of the members in the manner deter2ined by the 
By-LaHs. Directors may be renoved and vacancies o~ the Board of 
Directors shall be filled in the manner provided b~ the By-Laws. 

3. The Directors herein named shall s e r've urrt.Ll, the 
first election of Directors, and any vacancies in their number 
occurring before the first election shall be filled by the 
remaining Directors.

ARTICLE VIII 

nmENNIFICATIO:; 

Every manager and every officer of the hssociation shall 
be indemnified by the Association against all cJ.:2.i~s, liabilities, 
judgments, the costs of defense, including counsel fees, reasonably 
incurred or imposed upon him in connection w i, th any proceeding, or 
any settlement thereof, to which me may be a party, or in which me 
may become involved, by reason of his bei~g or h~ving been a 
manager or officer at the time the event giving rise to such claims 
or liability occurred, except in such cases wherein the manager or 
officer is adjudged guilty of willful misfeasance or nalfeasance in 
the performance of his duties, provided that in the event of a 
settlement the indemnification hereih shall apply only when the 
Board of Directors approves such settlement and reiwbursement as 
being for the best interests of the Association. The foregoing 
right of indemnification shall be in addition to and not exclusive 
of all other rights to which such manager or officer nay be 
entitled. I

3. Apprbval of an amendment must be by not less than 
seventy percent (70%) of the votes of the e~tire c~Dbership of the 
Association and by not less~ than two-thirds (2/3) o~ the entire 
menbership of the Board of Directors, or by not less than eighty 
percent (80%) of the votes of the entire D2;:-ber~~i? 0:: the 
Association. 

4. A copy of each amendnent shall be certi::ied by the 
Secretary of State and recorded in the records of Pit~in County, 
Colorado. 

ARTICLE XI
