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violation continues. Dogs kept in violation of this rule may be removed by the 
Association. 

b. All pets kept by Owners shall be indoor pets. Any Owners who permit 
their pets to roam outside of an Owner's unit shall be subject to a $25.00 fine. Pets 
left outdoors will be subject to removal by Pitkin County animal control or the 
Association. 

c. Owners will be financially responsible for all damage to the Common 
Areas and any owner's unit caused by any animal kept by such Owner, including, 
but not limited to: feces removal, damage to vegetation or turf, and damage to any 
owner's unit caused by invading animals. 

7.	 Architectural and Landscaping Approvals. Any Owner who desires to modify any 
common area or limited common element, including, but not limited to, 
landscaping, the exterior of any building, or interior common elements, shall 
obtain approval of the Design Review Committee of the Master Association per 
Article V of the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions of 
Burlingame Ranch Affordable Housing Subdivision and per the Burlingame 
Ranch Affordable Housing Design Guidelines. In addition, all Condominium Unit 
Owners shall also obtain approval for any of the above referenced modifications 
from the Board of Directors of the Condominium Association acting as 
Architectural Control Committee following the procedures established in Article 
XI of the Condominium Declaration of Burlingame Ranch 1. 

8.	 Fire detection and suppression systems. Fire detectors, alarms and sprinkler heads 
within a Condominium Unit Owner's Unit and pull stations outside Condominium 
Units and in or on the Commons Building are Common Elements and shall not be 
removed, modified, or tampered with . Owners will be fined $150.00 for 
tampering with fire detection and suppression systems, and will be assessed the 
entire costs of inspecting and repairing any portions of the system tampered with, 
in addition to the cost of any emergency response fees billed to the Association as 
a result of such tampering, removal or modification. 
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
